Guidelines for Defining Health and Human Services for Partner Agencies

A guiding principle of United Way of the Greater Dayton Area is to support a clearly defined core safety network of health and human service agencies and programs that:

· Promote the stability of the family and development of children and youth.

· Support high risk, highly vulnerable populations.

· Or strengthen the nonprofit health and human service system and our community.

Therefore, to be eligible for approval as a Partner Agency within that network, the organization must be a nonprofit 501(c)(3) whose primary mission and purpose is to:

· Contribute to an individual’s functioning in the community;

· Address or prevent the onset of social, psychological, physical, or economic problems;

· Enhance the quality of life for those with social, psychological, physical, or economic problems or disabilities;

· Extend an individual’s ability to be independent, productive, and connected; or

· Promote and sustain the support systems within the community – families, neighborhoods, networks, organizations, coalitions, and collaborations.

The founding mission and purpose as stated in the organization’s by-laws and current program deliverables must substantiate this focus.
